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These transparent process models can be enriched with any necessary
additional information and subjected to analysis, enabling them to
become the basis for making business decisions. As well as achieving
alignment with SAP requirements, companies are thus able to evaluate
business processes by analyzing factors, such as time, costs,
resources, and weaknesses.

Optimum integration between business and
IT in SAP projects
ARIS Business Architect for SAP enables continuous process improve-
ment and innovation by supporting process description based on
proven ARIS methodology in conjunction with SAP reference content.
This unique combination reduces project times by standardizing
processes and improving communication. 

ARIS Business Architect for SAP helps operational and IT departments
to define process-oriented business requirements. In addition to
process logic, the process models contain other relevant business
information, such as data flows, roles and responsibilities, process
interfaces, the underlying system landscape, and manual, system-inde-
pendent activities. This business information is combined in SAP
Solution Manager in the ARIS models with the configuration elements
required for the blueprint. 

SAP’s Solution Manager provides the company’s customers with a tool
whose content and functionality supports the deployment, operation,
upgrade, and ongoing use of SAP solutions. Valuable reference content
and documentation is provided, as well as support for project manage-
ment, configuration, and pre-deployment testing of processes. 

The ARIS process models are modeled using the reference content
synchronized by SAP Solution Manager. The requirements relevant to
configuration (including user roles, systems, transactions, documents,
etc.) are then migrated back into the SAP Solution Manager project
structure. SAP thus ensures seamless integration between business
requirements and functionalities. Reusing the SAP reference and con-
figuration content (transactions, CI templates, BC Sets, implementation
guides, etc.) in the ARIS models enables optimum integration between
business and IT. The process models are now also available in SAP
projects for blueprint, testing, and system configuration, delivering
huge cost and time savings. The ability to launch SAP transactions from
ARIS means that the process descriptions can also be used after imple-
mentation for SAP training, change management, and an enhanced
SAP help system, which all enables a holistic approach to SAP proj-
ects. 

The modeled process flows are executed in SAP NetWeaver via SAP
Process Integration (SAP PI). Orchestration is carried out by way of the
overarching processes with the application processes of the individual
systems, flexibly linking SAP system interfaces and non-SAP systems
or workflows.

SAP PI features a development environment based on the BPEL stan-
dard (Business Process Execution Language), which enables the
abstracted process logic to be transferred to the SAP PI runtime envi-
ronment. In this way, integration scenarios can also be integrated into
the complete ARIS process architecture.

In addition, ARIS Business Architect for SAP accesses software com-
ponents of the SAP Enterprise Services Repository to integrate them
with the business processes.

ARIS Business Architect for SAP therefore facilitates a transparent,
business-oriented view of processes and makes communication
between individual departments and the project team easier, enabling
the ongoing involvement of end users in SAP projects.

From process knowledge to SAP SOA
An essential element of the strategic development cooperation
between SAP and IDS Scheer is the ongoing enhancement of methods
and tools for consistent process modeling to support SAP SOA. 

The integration of business management process knowledge with the
technical architecture of enter prise, Web, and application services
allows the evolutionary implementation of a flexible service-oriented
architecture based on business requirements.
